Nominee & Nominator Instructions For Scholarship Application

The D.J.’s Hero Award is unique in that it honors the “unsung hero” who has overcome adversity and demonstrated leadership 
in and commitment to his/her community.

NOMINEE: The nominee must (1) be a senior in high school, (2) live in Nebraska, (3) be a resident of the United States, 
(4) attend college in the United States, and (5) attend the D.J.’s Hero Awards Luncheon on Thursday, May 11, 2017, at 
11:45 a.m. in Omaha.

The nominee must write an essay (250 words or fewer) explaining why he/she is qualified to receive this very special 
recognition and scholarship. His/her name must appear on the essay. 

NOMINATOR: All applicants must be nominated by an adult, such as a counselor, teacher, mentor, friend, pastor, etc., 
who is not a relative of the nominee. The nominator submits the application packet, which must include (1) this form, 
(2) a document no longer than two single-spaced pages with their own detailed answers to the questions below, and (3) the 
nominee’s essay.

1. Describe in detail how the nominee demonstrates maturity and/or courage by acting independently.
2. Explain in specific detail how the nominee overcomes challenges/adversity.
3. Identify the following: (a) the personal goals of the nominee, (b) the nominee’s greatest achievement in life, and 
 (c) how he/she expresses enthusiasm for life.
4. Demonstrate the nominee’s commitment to others and the community and leadership roles in service to the 
 community (please avoid resume-like listing).
 
The nominator may nominate more than one student. Each nominee can only be nominated once. For additional copies of this 
form, visit SalArmyOmaha.org.
